These direct engagements include community capacitybuilding and training on wildlife conservation and beneﬁts to the communities.

Forest
We focus on natural and artiﬁcial forest conservation and protection. We support forest and water source conservations by encouraging local communities’ engagement in forest conservation and protection practices.
We advocate environmental awareness and campaigns that help to encourage the wise use of forest resources and create solutions to uplift the well-being of forest resources and water sources and catch- ments.

We advocate and support rural communities in commercial tree
planting and agroforest practices.

Our solutions comprise forest rehabilitation, water catchment areas conservation promotion of land restoration, and community tree planting campaigns

GERF work to protect our ocean from pollution and illegal exploitation and campaign for ocean safety and health by raising its voice on proper waste management to prevent ocean pollution, especially plastics waste, and illegal ﬁshing.

We work with local communities to restore mangroves and other marine forest species that support the health of marine ecosystems and ecology by providing awareness and capacity building on laws and policies of sustainable ocean use to support local and global marine conservation.

We support and encourage the development of blue economy strategies as part of ocean and marine conservation efforts to uplift the life of coastal communities and maintain a healthy ecosystem.

Our areas of concentration include water source conservation, rehabilitation, and protection in Tanzania. We provide solutions and alternative ways to local communities’ nearby forests and rivers to discourage destruction and water pollution.

We strongly engage to tackle the causes and impacts of climate change that contribute to water scarcity in both rural and urban areas.

We help local communities to understand and practice the wise use of water resources.

Energy
We support clean and renewable energy solutions in both rural and urban areas. We equip the communities with different forms of alter- native energy solutions including solar energy, biogas, wind energy, and improved cook stoves.

In clean cooking energy GERF provides training on the construction of improved cook stoves, especially in rural areas that are affordable and clean.

The imposed stoves support rural communities’ livelihood with clean solutions that reduce pressure on natural forests and trees for wood and charcoal.

We collected waste and made an assessment afterward making up to 85 % plastic bottles, 80% foam pieces, 52% flip flops & shoes and 21% glass bottles that occurred at short period of time. Through comprehensive waste and brand audits, we highlighted the critical need for enhanced public awareness regarding the destructive impact of marine pollution on our ecosystem.
